Lovely Victorian and Prairie

School homes can be found along the North Branch of the Chicago

River. New-construction options are also available in Lincoln Square and

include single-family homes, townhomes, three-flat condominiums, and

mid-rise buildings.

Lincoln Square’s lively cultural scene includes the Old Town School of

Folk Music as well as annual festivals such as the Square Roots festival

and the German-American Fest, which draws crowds from all over the

Midwest.
